3. Given that you roll 3 dice, what is the probability of rolling an even on the first and odd on the second and a 4 on the third?

4. Given that you spin 2 spinners labeled 1-7, what is the probability that your spin a number that is odd or a prime on each spin?
5. Suppose that you have 4 green marbles and 6 blue marbles in a bag.  What is the probability that you pick 2 green marbles and 2 blue marbles when you select 4 marbles out of the bag?
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Given that a dart thrown at random hits the target below, what is the probability that it landed in the shaded region?
